
JLD SQUASH LEAGUE RULES

Fixtures

1. The fixture list will be circulated by the organisers at the start of each season. The list will state fixtures scheduled for each week and will give the contact details for each player. 

2. Players must contact their opponent each week in order to arrange that week’s fixture. Players will be responsible for booking and paying for the squash court themselves and reporting the results to the league organisers, Jenny Swann and Stuart Carson (the “Organisers”).
3. The Organisers will update the table as an when results are received.  The results will be published on the JLD website and / or circulated amongst the players each week.  

4. It is recommended that games are played at the following venues:

Both the recommended venues charge £7 per game (45 minutes), which must be paid at the time of booking.

5. All games must be played before the end of the season.

Court Fees
6. Players will be expected to split the cost of the court between them. The player booking the court will have to pay the full amount of £7 at the time of booking. The opponent must reimburse the player for half the cost of the court at the time of the game. 

7. Any player who does not receive payment for the cost of the court must inform the non-paying player and must inform the Organisers. The non-paying player will be given 1 week to make payment. If any court fees are outstanding after one week, the non-paying player will have 10 points deducted from his/her score for each week the fees are outstanding and will not be able to score any further points until the fee is paid. If the court fee is not paid within 1 month, the player will be disqualified.

Cancellation of Games
8. As far as possible, games should be played in the week set out in the fixture list. However, if either player cannot play a game on any particular week, the game for that week can be played at another time providing it is before the end of the league season. Games can be played in advance as well as after the time prescribed in the fixture list.

9. All cancellations must be made as soon as possible. Courts usually have to be paid in advance and, in the event that the sports centre will not refund the price of the court or allow you to re-schedule, the player whom has had to cancel the game shall be responsible for the full court fees.
Points/ Scoring

10. Games should be played using English scoring to 9 points (following the England Squash and Racketball Rules of Play which can be found at http://www.englandsquashandracketball.com/play-squash-and-racketball/rules-of-play/squash).

11. Matches will be played on a best-of-five basis. Players must ensure they play at least three games at each fixture..

12. Both players must report the results of each fixture to the Organisers at the end of each week.

13. League points will be awarded as follows:

	Overall winner of the match (played on a best of three basis)


	1 point

	Winner of a game


	1 point per game 

	Attended match


	1 point


A total of 6 points are therefore available should you win. For example, Player A and Player B play a fixture. Player A wins three games and Player B wins one game. The scores would be as follows:

14. At the end of the season the player with the highest average points will be the winner. Prizes will be awarded for the top player in each division.

15. At the end of each season the top player in each division will be promoted to the division above (unless already in the top division) and the bottom player from each division will be relegated to the division below (unless already in the bottom division). A playoff match will also be held between the player who is second from the bottom of their league (unless already in the bottom league) and the player who is second from the top in the league below (unless already in the top league).  The winner of that game will be promoted or shall remain in the higher division and the loser will be relegated or will remain in the bottom division.
